OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

POCKET CONCRETE MORTAR PENETROMETER

The pocket style concrete mortar penetrometer is used for quick evaluation of the

“initial set” of concrete.

It has been established that “initial set” of concrete is reached when the
penetration resistance is 500 P.” “Initial set” is the semi-hardened, partially
hydrated condition of the concrete beyond which it can no longer be worked or
consolidated by vibration.

The penetrometer can also be used on light weight concrete, special roof mixes
and to test concrete additives.

The shaft has a cross section area of 1/20 square inch.

TEST PROCEDURE

1. Hold the sleeve of the penetrometer and slide the indicator ring towards
the sleeve until the ring touches.

2. Holding the shaft at right angles to the concrete mortar surface, force the
shaft into the mortar to depth of one inch (scribed on the shaft).

3. Pull out the penetrometer and take the reading on the scale at the low-
reading edge of the indicator ring.

4. Before doing another test, return the indicator ring to the edge of the
sleeve.

5. Take several readings and calculate the average value in psi.

NOTE: KEEP THE SHAFT CLEAN BETWEEN TESTS AND WHEN NOT IN USE.
